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THIS CONTRACT is made this 1st day of SEPTEMBER, 2011 by and between ENVIRONMENTAL SYSTEMS 
RESEARCH INSTITUTE, INC. (Esri) and the STATE OF MARYLAND, acting through the DEPARTMENT OF 
INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY. This Contract provides for the licensing and deployment of certain Esri Software, 
delivery of ELA maintenance, and provision of Esri International User Conference registrations and any additional services 
as specified in E512 ELA Terms and Conditions (Exhibit A) and the License Agreement (Exhibit B). 
 
This Contract incorporates the following documents by reference:

2. Exhibit B: License Agreement—Agreement No. 2010MLA2637 
 General License Terms and Conditions, E200 
 Esri Exhibit 1, Scope of Use, E300  

 
The General Provisions and Limitations of Liability of Exhibit B will apply to all of Exhibit A and Exhibit B. If there is a 
conflict among any of the other terms and conditions in the various documents, the order of descending precedence will be as 
follows: (1) Contract, (2) E512 ELA Terms and Conditions, (3) E300 Scope of Use, and (4) E200 General License Terms and 
Conditions. Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, any amendment or Addendum must be in writing and signed by 
an authorized representative of each party. 
 
The term of the ELA will be for the period of three (3) years, commencing on the Effective Date unless this ELA is 
terminated earlier as provided herein. The term may be extended in two (2) one year increments if the pre-priced ELA 
extension is exercised. 
 
 
IN CONSIDERATION of the premises and the covenants herein contained, the parties agree as follows: 
 
1. Definitions 
 
In this Contract, the following words have the meanings indicated: 
 
1.2  “Contractor” means Esri whose principal business address is 380 New York St Redlands, Ca 92373.  
 
1.3 “Department” means the Department of Information Technology. 

1.4 “Procurement Officer” means the individual designated by the Department of Information Technology responsible 
for the procurement and administration of this Contract. 

 
1.5  “State” means the State of Maryland. 
 
2.  Scope of Work 
 
2.1 The Contractor shall provide software, maintenance and other services as described in Exhibit A and Exhibit B.  The 
software, maintenance and other services shall be provided in accordance with this Contract, Exhibit A and Exhibit B, which 
is attached and incorporated herein by reference.  If there is any conflict between this Contract, Exhibit A and Exhibit B, the 
terms of the Contract shall govern.   
   
2.2 The Procurement Officer may, at any time, by written order, make changes in the work within the scope of the Contract.  
No other order, statement or conduct of the Procurement Officer or any other person shall be treated as a change or entitle the 
Contractor to an equitable adjustment under this section.  Except as otherwise provided in this Contract, if any change under 
this section causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor’s cost of, or the time required for, the performance of any part of 
the work, whether or not changed by the order, an equitable adjustment in the Contract price shall be made and the Contract 
modified in writing accordingly.  The Contractor must assert in writing its right to an adjustment under this section within 
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thirty (30) days of receipt of written change order and shall include a written statement setting forth the nature and cost of 
such claim.  No claim by the Contractor shall be allowed if asserted after final payment under this Contract.  Failure to agree 
to an adjustment under this section shall be a dispute under the Disputes clause.  Nothing in this section shall excuse the 
Contractor from proceeding with the Contract as changed. 
 
3.      Time for Performance.  
 
The Contractor will make available for download ELA software within five (5) business days after receipt of an order.   
 
4.  Consideration and Payment 
 
4.1 Each invoice for services rendered must include the Contractor’s Federal Tax Identification Number which is 95-
2775732.  Charges for late payment of invoices other than as prescribed by Title 15, Subtitle 1, of the State Finance and 
Procurement Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, as from time to time amended, are prohibited.  Invoices should be 
submitted to the individual or office designated on the respective purchase order. Purchase Orders will follow the procedures 
set forth in Article 5-ORDERING, ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES, DELIVERY, AND DEPLOYMENT REPORT of 
Exhibit B. 
 
4.2 In addition to any other available remedies, if, in the opinion of the Procurement Officer, the Contractor fails to perform 
in a satisfactory and timely manner, the Procurement Officer may refuse or limit approval of any invoice for payment, and 
may cause payments to the Contractor to be reduced or withheld until such time as the Contractor meets performance 
standards as established by the Procurement Officer. 
 
5. Rights to Records—Reserved. 

 
6. Patents, Copyrights, Intellectual Property 
Esri shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless State from and against any loss, liability, cost, or expense, including 
reasonable attorneys' fees, which may be incurred by State against any claims, actions, or demands by a third party alleging 
that Software infringes a U.S. patent, copyright, or trademark in accordance with Article 8-Infringment Indemnity of the 
General Terms and Conditions of Exhibit B. 
  
7. Confidentiality 
 
Subject to the Maryland Public Information Act and any other applicable laws, all confidential or proprietary information and 
documentation relating to either party (including without limitation, any information or data stored within the Contractor’s 
computer systems) shall be held in absolute confidence by the other party.  Each party shall, however, be permitted to 
disclose relevant confidential information to its officers, agents and employees to the extent that such disclosure is necessary 
for the performance of their duties under this Contract, provided that the data may be collected, used, disclosed, stored and 
disseminated only as provided by and consistent with the law. The provisions of this section shall not apply to information 
that (a) is lawfully in the public domain; (b) has been independently developed by the other party without violation of this 
Contract; (c) was already in the possession of such party, (d) was supplied to such party by a third party lawfully in 
possession thereof and legally permitted to further disclose the information or (e) which such party is required to disclose by 
law. Both parties agree not to exchange any non-public personally identifiable information. If non-public personally 
identifiable information is provided, the receiving party reserves the right to destroy or return it. 
 
8.  Liability 
 
For breach of this Agreement, negligence, misrepresentation or any other contract or tort claim, Contractor shall be liable as 
follows: 
 

A. For infringement of patents and copyrights as provided in  Section 8-Infringement Indemnity of the General 
License Terms and Conditions in Exhibit B of this Contract; and  

 
B. For all other claims, damages, loss, costs, expenses, suits or actions in any way related to this Contract, 

regardless of the form, the Contractor’s liability shall be limited as stated in Article 7-Limitation of 
Liability in the General Terms and Conditions of Exhibit B.  

 
9.  Non-Hiring of Employees 
 
No official or employee of the State of Maryland, as defined under State Government Article, 15-102, Annotated Code of 
Maryland, whose duties as such official or employee includes matters relating to or affecting the subject matter of this 
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Contract, shall, during the pendancy and term of this Contract and while serving as an official or employee of the State 
become or be an employee of the Contractor or any entity that is a subcontractor on this Contract. 
 
10.  Disputes  
 
This Contract shall be subject to the provisions of Title 15, Subtitle 2, of the State Finance and Procurement Article of the 
Annotated Code of Maryland and COMAR 21.10 (Administrative and Civil Remedies).  Pending resolution of a claim, the 
Contractor shall proceed diligently with the performance of the Contract in accordance with the Procurement Officer’s 
decision.  Unless a lesser period is provided by applicable statute or regulation, the Contractor must file a written notice of 
claim with the Procurement Officer within thirty (30) days after the basis for the claim is known or should have been known, 
whichever is earlier.  Contemporaneously with or within thirty (30) days of the filing of a notice of claim, but no later than 
the date of final payment under the Contract, the Contractor must submit to the Procurement Officer its written claim 
containing the information specified in COMAR 21.10.04.02. 
 
11.  Maryland Law  
 
11.1 This Contract shall be construed, interpreted, and enforced according to the laws of the State of Maryland. 
 
11.2 The Maryland Uniform Computer Information Transactions Act (Commercial Law Article, Title 22 of the 

Annotated Code of Maryland) does not apply to this Contract or the software licenses acquired hereunder. 
 
12.  Nondiscrimination in Employment  
 
The Contractor agrees: (a) not to discriminate in any manner against an employee or applicant for employment because of 
race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, marital status, national origin, ancestry, or disability of a qualified individual with a 
disability; (b) to include a provision similar to that contained in subsection (a), above, in any underlying subcontract except a 
subcontract for standard commercial supplies or raw materials; and (c) to post and to cause subcontractors to post in 
conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the substance of this clause. 
 
13.  Contingent Fee Prohibition 
 
The Contractor warrants that it has not employed or retained any person, partnership, corporation, or other entity, other than a 
bona fide employee or agent working for the Contractor, to solicit or secure this agreement, and that it has not paid or agreed 
to pay any person, partnership, corporation or other entity, other than a bona fide employee or agent, any fee or any other 
consideration contingent on the making of this agreement. 
 
14.  Non-availability of Funding 
 
If the General Assembly fails to appropriate funds or if funds are not otherwise made available for continued performance for 
any fiscal period of this Contract succeeding the first fiscal period, this Contract shall be canceled automatically as of the 
beginning of the fiscal year for which funds were not appropriated or otherwise made available; provided, however, that this 
will not affect either the State’s rights or the Contractor’s rights under any termination clause in this Contract.  The effect of 
termination of the Contract hereunder will be to discharge both the Contractor and the State of Maryland from future 
performance of the Contract, but not from their rights and obligations existing at the time of termination.  The Contractor 
shall be reimbursed for the reasonable value of any nonrecurring costs incurred but not amortized in the price of the Contract.  
The State shall notify the Contractor as soon as it has knowledge that funds may not be available for the continuation of this 
Contract for each succeeding fiscal period beyond the first. 
 
15.  Termination for Cause 
 
If the Contractor fails to fulfill its obligations under this Contract properly and on time, or otherwise violates any provision of 
the Contract, the State may terminate the Contract by written notice to the Contractor.  The notice shall specify the acts or 
omissions relied upon as cause for termination.  All finished or unfinished work provided by the Contractor shall, at the 
State’s option, become the State’s property.  The State of Maryland shall pay the Contractor fair and equitable compensation 
for satisfactory performance prior to receipt of notice of termination, less the amount of damages caused by the Contractor’s 
breach.  If the damages are more than the compensation payable to the Contractor, the Contractor will remain liable after 
termination and the State can affirmatively collect damages.  Termination hereunder, including the termination of the rights 
and obligations of the parties, shall be governed by the provisions of COMAR 21.07.01.11B. 
 
16.  Termination for Convenience 
 
The performance of work under this Contract may be terminated by the State in accordance with this clause in whole, or from 
time to time in part, whenever the State shall determine that such termination is in the best interest of the State.  The State 
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will pay all reasonable costs associated with this Contract that the Contractor has incurred up to the date of termination, and 
all reasonable costs associated with termination of the Contract; provided, however, the Contractor shall not be reimbursed 
for any anticipatory profits that have not been earned up to the date of termination.  Termination hereunder, including the 
determination of the rights and obligations of the parties, shall be governed by the provisions of COMAR 21.07.01.12 (A)(2). 
 
17.  Delays and Extensions of Time  
 
The Contractor agrees to perform this agreement continuously and diligently.  No charges or claims for damages shall be 
made by the Contractor for any delays or hindrances, regardless of cause, in the performance of services under this Contract.  
Time extensions will be granted only for excusable delays that arise from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and 
without the fault or negligence of the Contractor, including but not restricted to acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of 
the State in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, acts of another contractor in the performance of a contract with the 
State, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, or delays of subcontractors or suppliers 
arising from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of either the Contractor or the 
subcontractors or suppliers. 
 
18.  Suspension of Work 
 
The State unilaterally may order the Contractor in writing to suspend, delay, or interrupt all or any part of its performance for 
such period of time as the Procurement Officer may determine to be appropriate for the convenience of the State. 
 
19.  Pre-Existing Regulations 
 
In accordance with the provisions of Section 11-206 of the State Finance and Procurement Article, Annotated Code of 
Maryland, as from time to time amended, the regulations set forth in Title 21 of the Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR 
21) in effect on the date of execution of this Contract are applicable to this Contract. 
 
20.  Financial Disclosure   
  
The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Section 13-221 of the State Finance and Procurement Article of the 
Annotated Code of Maryland, which requires that every business that enters into contracts, leases, or other agreements with 
the State of Maryland or its agencies during a calendar year under which the business is to receive in the aggregate, $100,000 
or more, shall within thirty (30) days of the time when the aggregate value of these contracts, leases or other agreements 
reaches $100,000, file with the Secretary of the State of Maryland certain specified information to include disclosure of 
beneficial ownership of the business. 
 
21.  Political Contribution Disclosure   
 
The Contractor shall comply with Election Law Article, Sections 14-101 – 14-108, Annotated Code of Maryland, which 
requires that every person that enters into contracts, leases, or other agreements with the State, a county, or an incorporated 
municipality, or their agencies, during a calendar year in which the person receives in the aggregate $100,000 or more, shall, 
file with the State Board of Elections a statement disclosing contributions in excess of $500 made during the reporting period 
to a candidate for elective office in any primary or general election.  The statement shall be filed with the State Board of 
Elections: (1) before a purchase or execution of a lease or contract by the State, a county, an incorporated municipality, or 
their agencies, and shall cover the preceding two calendar years; and (2) if the contribution is made after the execution of a 
lease or contract, then twice a year, throughout the contract term, on: (a) February 5, to cover the 6-month period ending 
January 31; and (b) August 5, to cover the 6-month period ending July 31. 
 
22.  Retention of Records.   
 
The Contractor shall retain and maintain all records and documents in any way relating to this Contract for three (3) years 
after final payment by the State of Maryland under this Contract or any applicable statute of limitations, whichever is longer, 
and shall make them available for inspection and audit by authorized representatives of the State, including the Procurement 
Officer or the Procurement Officer’s designee, at all reasonable times.  All records related in any way to the Contract are to 
be retained for the entire time provided under this section. 
 
23.  Warranties.  
 
The Contractor hereby warrants according to Article 6-Limited Warranties and Disclaimers in the General Terms and 
Conditions of Exhibit B. 
 
A. It is qualified to do business in the State of Maryland and that it will take such action as, from time to time hereafter, 

may be necessary to remain so qualified; 
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B. It is not in arrears with respect to the payment of any monies due and owing the State of Maryland, or any 

department or unit thereof, including but not limited to the payment of taxes and employee benefits, and that it shall 
not become so in arrears during the term of this Contract; 

 
C. It shall comply with all federal, State and local laws, regulations, and ordinances applicable to its activities and 

obligations under this Contract; and, 
 
D. It shall obtain, at its expense, all licenses, permits, insurance, and governmental approvals, if any, necessary to the 

performance of its obligations under this Contract. 
 
24.  Cost and Price Certification 
 
By submitting cost or price information, the Contractor certifies to the best of its knowledge that the information submitted is 
accurate, complete, and current as of the date of its bid. 
 
The price under this Contract and any change order or modification hereunder, including profit or fee, shall be adjusted to 
exclude any significant price increases occurring because the Contractor furnished cost or price information which, as of the 
date of its bid or offer, was inaccurate, incomplete, or not current. 
 
25.  Subcontracting; Assignment 
 
The Contractor may not subcontract any portion of the services provided under this Contract without obtaining the prior 
written approval of the Procurement Officer, nor may the Contractor assign this Contract or any of its rights or obligations 
hereunder, without the prior written approval of the Procurement Officer.    
 
26.  Administrative 
 
26.1  Procurement Officer.  The work to be accomplished under this Contract shall be performed under the direction of 
the Procurement Officer.  All matters relating to the interpretation of this Agreement shall be referred to the Procurement 
Officer for determination. 
 
26.2  Notices.  All notices hereunder shall be in writing and either delivered personally or sent by certified or registered 
mail, postage prepaid as follows:
