IN CONSIDERATION of the premises and the covenants herein contained, the parties
agree as follows:

1. Definitions
In this Contract, the following words have the meanings indicated:

2. Scope of Work

No other order, statement
or conduct of the Procurement Officer or any other person shall be treated as a change or entitle
the Contractor to an equitable adjustment under this section. Except as otherwise provided in
this Contract, if any change under this section causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor’s
cost of, or the time required for, the performance of any part of the work, whether or not changed
by the order, an equitable adjustment in the Contract price shall be made and the Contract
modified in writing accordingly.

6. Patents, Copyrights, Intellectual Property

covered by a patent or copyright or which is proprietary to or a trade secret of another, the
Contractor shall obtain the necessary permission or license to permit the State to use such item or
items.

6.2  The Contractor will defend or settle, at its own expense, any claim or suit against the
State alleging that any such item furnished by the Contractor infringes any patent, trademark,
copyright, or trade secret. If a third party claims that a Product infringes that party’s patent or
copyright, the Contractor will defend the Agency against that claim at Contractor’s expense and
will pay all damages, costs and attorney fees that a Court finally awards, provided the Agency (i)
promptly notifies the Contractor in writing of the claim; and (ii) allows Contractor to control and
cooperates with Contractor in, the defense and any related settlement negotiations. The
obligations of this paragraph are in addition to those stated in section 6.3 below.

6.3 If any products furnished by the Contractor become, or in the Contractor's opinion are
likely to become, the subject of a claim of infringement, the Contractor will, at its option and
expense: a) procure for the State the right to continue using the applicable item, b) replace the
product with a non-infringing product substantially complying with the item's specifications, or
c¢) modify the item so that it becomes non-infringing and performs in a substantially similar
manner to the original item.

7. Confidentiality

Subject to the Maryland Public Information Act and any other applicable laws, all confidential or
proprietary information and documentation relating to either party (including without limitation,
any information or data stored within the Contractor’s computer systems) shall be held in
absolute confidence by the other party. Each party shall, however, be permitted to disclose
relevant confidential information to its officers, agents and employees to the extent that such
disclosure is necessary for the performance of their duties under this Contract, provided that the
data may be collected, used, disclosed, stored and disseminated only as provided by and
consistent with the law. The provisions of this section shall not apply to information that (a) is
lawfully in the public domain; (b) has been independently developed by the other party without
violation of this Contract; (c) was already in the possession of such party, (d) was supplied to
such party by a third party lawfully in possession thereof and legally permitted to further
disclose the information or (e) which such party is required to disclose by law.
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8. Loss of Data

In the event of loss of any State data or records held or maintained by the Contractor, where such
loss is due to the intentional act or omission or negligence of the Contractor or any of its
subcontractors or agents, the Contractor shall be responsible for recreating such lost data, in the
manner and on the schedule set by the Procurement Officer.

13. Nondiscrimination in Employment

The Contractor agrees: (a) not to discriminate in any manner against an employee or applicant
for employment because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, marital status, national origin,
ancestry, or disability of a qualified individual with a disability; (b) to include a provision similar
to that contained in subsection (a), above, in any underlying subcontract except a subcontract for
standard commercial supplies or raw materials; and (c) to post and to cause subcontractors to
post in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting
forth the substance of this clause.

14. Contingent Fee Prohibition

The State will pay all reasonable costs associated
with this Contract that the Contractor has incurred up to the date of termination, and all
reasonable costs associated with termination of the Contract; provided, however, the Contractor
shall not be reimbursed for any anticipatory profits that have not been earned up to the date of
termination. Termination hereunder, including the determination of the rights and obligations of
the parties, shall be governed by the provisions of COMAR 21.07.01.12 (A)(2).

18. Delays and Extensions of Time

The Contractor agrees to perform this agreement continuously and diligently. No charges or
claims for damages shall be made by the Contractor for any delays or hindrances, regardless of
cause, in the performance of services under this Contract. Time extensions will be granted only
for excusable delays that arise from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without the
fault or negligence of the Contractor, including but not restricted to acts of God, acts of the
public enemy, acts of the State in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, acts of another
contractor in the performance of a contract with the State, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine
restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, or delays of subcontractors or suppliers arising from
unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of either the
Contractor or the subcontractors or suppliers.

19. Suspension of Work

The State unilaterally may order the Contractor in writing to suspend, delay, or interrupt all or
any part of its performance for such period of time as the Procurement Officer may determine to
be appropriate for the convenience of the State.

20. Pre-Existing Regulations

In accordance with the provisions of Section 11-206 of the State Finance and Procurement
Acrticle, Annotated Code of Maryland, as from time to time amended, the regulations set forth in
Title 21 of the Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR 21) in effect on the date of execution of
this Contract are applicable to this Contract.

21. Financial Disclosure

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Section 13-221 of the State Finance and
Procurement Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland, which requires that every person that
enters into contracts, leases, or other agreements with the State of Maryland or its agencies
during a calendar year under which the business is to receive in the aggregate, $100,000 or more,
shall within 30 days of the time when the aggregate value of these contracts, leases or other
agreements reaches $100,000, file with the Secretary of the State of Maryland certain specified
information to include disclosure of beneficial ownership of the business.

22. Political Contribution Disclosure

The Contractor shall comply with Election Law Avrticle, §814-101 — 14-108, Annotated Code of

year in which the person receives in the aggregate $100,000 or more, shall, file with the State
Board of Elections a statement disclosing contributions in excess of $500 made during the
reporting period to a candidate for elective office in any primary or general election.
